 Last Sunday during the sermon, between cracks in the speaker 

[which really did get me off rhythm], we talked about what itôs like 

not to be chosen for either a job, being on a team, etc.  We talked 

about what it was like for Justus not to be chosen to be in one of the 

most elite groups in history ï filling the place of Judas within the 

apostles ï an intimate group of twelve. 

 Have you ever stopped and thought about what it was like for 

Jesus to be chosen by God to be the Chosen One?  Godôs most pre-

cious child ï his Son - becoming the Chosen One ï the Savior of the 

world.  When God chose his Son there was inherit in that choice an 

expression of a special relationship ï a relationship known and 

loved and valued in some way.   In short, being singled out for a 

unique role! 

 In the society where we have been called to live being chosen 

suggests that others are not chosen.  However, in the Kingdom that 

is not true, for Godôs choice of his Son suggests to us that we too 

have been chosen. For in this Kingdom there is no competition or 

rivalry. Godôs Son shares his being chosen with us indicating that we 

are precious and unique.  And in being chosen we are given the abil-

ity to see how others have been chosen and how we can rejoice in 

that choice, and in their uniqueness. 

 In that uniqueness, that being chosen, the question might be, 

ñnow that you have been chosen what difference has your life 

made?ò  Just a thought! 

 Sunday during the sermon we will address that very question!

 The worship leader stepped down front as the band played softly in the background, with 

the lights dimming in the worship space.  ñAs we sing this morning, maybe you would be will-

ing to lift your eyes to heaven or maybe you would be willing to close your eyesðwhatever 

would help your heart to engage with Godôs heart this morning.ò  I have been leading worship 

for over 20 years now and I experienced an ñahaò while in worship during my vacation.   

 Many of you come to worship very exuberantly with a need to release your stored up en-

ergy Godward.

The word 

ñharmonyò is defined in this way:  a pleasing arrangement of parts designed to show their 

parallelism, mutual relations, and differences.   

 Wow!  Just think how wonderful worship would be if our common goal was ñthe pleas-

ing arrangement of parts.ò  We would all be expressing our worship to God in the unique way 

that fits our personalities and giftedness.  We would all be expressing our worship to God in 

the unique way that has harmony as its end result.  I believe that would be the ultimate pleas-

ing arrangement of parts, for the congregation, and especially for God.  So over the next weeks 

and months listen carefully on Sunday morning ð to God, and of course the worship leader 

(tee hee) ð there will be invitation after invitation for you to join in praise so as to help you 

engage with God.  God may call some to clap their hands, others to raise theirs, and still many 

to stand in solemn stillness.
